Homework for the remainder of this year is to use these resources to revise weaker topics and prepare for exams. Exam questions and worksheets are also available from D28 and the school website's homework page.
Please find below the resources your child has access to, in and out of lessons, to support their learning.
1. The school website has a homework link and in the Computer Science folder you can find a 'Yr 10 and 11 REVISION' folder. This contains PowerPoint theory notes, videos and tests on every topic. 
2. www.teach-ict.com has specific AQA resources including videos. Pupils can click 'courses' or 'revision'. Please make sure AQA is used.  Pupils will need the login: me101pf and the password is:computer2 
3. Students should have created an account with www.senacalearning.com where they can access the AQA GCSE computer science revision activities. This is a popular interactive resource. 
4. Revision guides are accessible to print at home and can be found in the homework folder on the school website and attached to this email. If pupils do not have access to a printer at home they can ask for a revision guide from Miss Sanford in D28. 
5. Workbooks and exam papers are available through the website and from D28. 
6. YouTube has useful videos but pupils must ensure they search for AQA 9-1 as other exam boards and old specifications contain irrelevant topics. 
7. OSL sessions run every Wednesday and Friday in D21 and D28. One to one support can also be arranged at a time to suit individual pupils. Please speak to Miss Sanford or Miss March. 
8. For year 11 pupils, additional OSL will be available in the Easter holidays and leading up to the exams which are: Paper 1 - 13th May and Paper2 - 16th May.
If you are interested in purchasing a revision guide, I can strongly recommend CGP GCSE AQA Computer Science 9-1 revision guide (ISBN 9781782949312) and workbook 9781782946038). 
 
I have advised pupils not to carry out random revision of topics using a search engine as the results can vary from inaccurate results to a higher level of content where a greater understanding of the topic is required.
